The Chairperson, E. Tongue, welcomed everyone to the meeting, including Zsolt Bunford from the Hungarian Mission to the UN.

1.   Approval of the agenda
The agenda was approved.

2.   Approval after correction of the minutes of the meeting held on 12 March 2007
The Secretary will redistribute the minutes after changes on the second page to the paragraph on financial accounting for the international forum "Beyond 2008" and adding E. Hauer-Rona's name to the list of regrets.

3.   Joint meeting with the Vienna NGO Alliance on Crime Prevention and Criminal
       Justice
The Chairperson referred to the agenda for the afternoon meeting with the NGO Alliance and asked if anyone wished to add any items.  All present agreed with the agenda as it stood.

4.   Update on the international forum "Beyond 2008"
Z. Bunford opened the item by announcing that the Government of Hungary had pledged 50,000 euros to the funding of "Beyond 2008" and, in addition, was offering to host a regional consultation in Budapest for European Union and EFTA countries.  He said his Government attached much importance to the review ten years after UNGASS and had stressed the need to invite civil society to participate in the review.  The Government was therefore lending support to the forum under the aegis of UNODC because it was a unique opportunity to reflect on the achievements of civil society in this regard.  A letter would be sent to the Executive Director of UNODC making the official announcement.

The Chairperson offered her warmest thanks and appreciation for the generous support of the Hungarian Government.

Following a discussion on the financial management of "Beyond 2008", M. Dummar Frahi said that she had corresponded often with Michael MacNeil, an accountant, who had been contracted to assist the Canadian Centre on Substance Abuse with the financial aspects and reporting for "Beyond 2008".  The Chairperson expressed her regret that she had not been briefed on developments since March, bearing in mind that the NGO Committee, on paper, is the owner of the forum.  It was not clear how the responsibilities were divided between Canada and the Committee, and she hoped that there would be time in the next few months to clarify this matter.
M. Dummar Frahi said that M. Perron had signed the Memorandum of Understanding with UNODC on behalf of the Committee.  She offered to distribute a copy of the Memorandum to the meeting.  Her feeling was that the meeting of the Steering/Programme Committees in March had possibly been too short to cover all issues.

The Chairperson referred to the questionnaire on the Committee's website (www.vngoc.org), covering objective one of "Beyond 2008" and again asked all organizations to complete it and to encourage non-member organizations also to do so.

M. Dummar Frahi announced that the date of "Beyond 2008" had changed due to the lack of available hotel rooms for some 200 to 300 participants during the European Football Cup.  The date was now 7 to 9 July 2008.

5.   Rules of procedure
The Secretary reported that F. Zeidler (Rotary International) had agreed to join a task force to prepare a draft for making changes to the Rules of Procedure of the Committee.  Unfortunately, other persons approached had not replied.  H. Kaschitz and E. Riedl offered their assistance and as there were no other volunteers, B. Walsberger agreed to join the task force.  It was decided that draft corrections would be distributed to members four weeks before the meeting in October.  That meeting would discuss the proposed changes and adopt them by simple majority or send them back for redrafting.

6.   International Day against Drug Abuse and Illicit Trafficking (26 June)
The Secretary informed the meeting that she had received informationon on International Day activities from only two member organizations and had put it on the Committee's website.  She expected one further contribution from the NGO in the Philippines.  M. Luppi said that San Patrignano will also be holding an event and she would inform the Secretary when she had the information.

M. Dummar Frahi repeated information concerning the three-year campaign launched by UNODC "Do drugs control your life?".  The form to request the logo and other material would be available on the UNODC website (www.unodc.org) in order for members to use them at their events.  The campaign focused on "drug abuse" in 2007, on "cultivation" in 2008 and on "illicit traffic" in 2009.

7.   Dates of next meetings
It was agreed to keep the date open for the September meeting in order for the Secretary to arrange a mutually convenient date with the Steering/Programme Committees for "Beyond 2008".  [The Programme Committee will meet in the afternoon of 10 September and, possibly, the morning of 11 September.  Therefore, the next meeting of the NGO Committee will be on Tuesday, 11 September, exceptionally at 3:00 p.m. in the Press Briefing Room.]  Other dates agreed for NGO Committee meetings were: Friday 19 October and Friday, 30 November.

8.   Any other business
J. Paul asked whether the NGO Committee could obtain more media attention to the subject of money laundering and drug abuse.  The Secretary replied that it received publicity mainly through UN press releases on global matters and referred to the press release issued in March (which she had copied to members of the Committee) providing details of the NGO Forum held this year during the Commission on Narcotic Drugs.

The Committee had received a membership payment from the Conseil International in Paris.  E. Hauer-Rona informed that the payment was for the International Council of Women.

A letter had been received by the Secretary from the President of CONGO, Renate Bloem. which was read out to the meeting.  The letter essentially suggested that the Committee become a member of CONGO.  It was agreed to distribute the letter to members of the Committee and to request their comments before sending a response.
